Oral Q. 1 : Read the following passage carefully. (5 Marks)
Skill : Reading.
Objective : To assess the reading ability.
Instructions for teacher :
e Read the passage considering proper pace in which child may understand it.
e Each child should be dealt independently.
e If the number of children is big, then oral assessment may be spread over 2-3 days
e please read this passage for child.
